Boot failure occurs from radiant heat off of the exhaust
system and flexing with the steering system. Cessna original
boots are manufactured with a fragile fiberglass base material
and peroxide cured silicone that becomes stiff and brittle. This
system offers poor resistance to flexing fatigue which causes
premature boot failure. The 182 boot must be free from holes
and leaks to prevent carbon monoxide from entering the
cabin. It is normal for the exhaust system to leak exhaust at
the component joints. Leaks in the firewall will allow exhaust
and carbon monoxide to enter the cabin.

Don't Forget the Hose Clamp!

Cessna failed to list the clamp in the parts catalog,
therefore people tend to use a nylon cable tie
which will easily melt away with an engine fire.
Always use metal clamp P/N MCS2357-2S to
attach the boot to the steering link.
